• Trees, Shrubs or  Turf: Use 10 grams per gallon 
liquid or  32 oz. (2 lbs. per acre 3-4 times annually)
• Drip irrigation: To achieve 1 lb. per annual 
growth cycle use 1/2 lb. 2x per acre in appropri-
ate ratios in dilution for effective fertilizer 
absorption.
• Agricultural including fruits, vegetables, 
grapes, corn and potatoes. Typically 1-2 lbs. an 
acre 3 times during growth cycle in drip 
irrigation or conventional spray equipment with 
initial application at the 2 leaf stage, second 
prior to flowering or bud onset and third at 
fruit/vegetable sizing and fill.
